Corrections Accreditation Change Notice 3.0.22
The Commission approved the following standard revision at its September 27, 2011 meeting.  The change is effective as of that date.  The actual revision in table format is available on an updated Standards Manual on the Florida Accreditation website:  www.flaccreditation.org  
STANDARD CHANGES:

4.24 M – Deleted the word “annual” – the standard statement now reads “A written directive requires each full-time employee, with exceptions noted, receive a written performance evaluation. The directive shall include the following:”
19.16 – Bullet A is revised as follows:  “Review of test results by a responsible physician or advanced registered nurse practitioner;”.  The second compliance key is revised as follows:  “Documentation demonstrating test completion and review by a responsible physician or advanced registered nurse practitioner”.  A third compliance key is added:  “Written protocol between the physician and the ARNP, if applicable”.  (Initial Accreditation: 1 / Reaccreditation: 1).  An Accreditation Manager note is added “Refer to Florida Administrative Code 64B9-4.010”
2.02 M – Bullet C is revised as follows:  “Placement of hard copies in manuals or electronic media containing the directives, placed at specified locations so all employees have ready access to the directives;” The standard is now mandatory.

15.09 – The standard is revised as follows: “A written directive requires the jail administrator or a designee make documented weekly food service area inspections, to include deficiencies and corrective actions.  Reports are kept a minimum of one year.”
19.17 – The standard is revised as follows:  “A written directive requires inmate medical files, or a summary of the medical file, accompany the inmate when transferring to another facility.  The records are sealed in an envelope marked “Confidential Medical Information”. At least three days dosage of medication shall accompany the medical records for inmates who are taking prescription medication, unless otherwise directed by the facility physician or authorized medical designee.”
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
